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CHAIRMAN'S JOTTINGS 
 

Greetings to all members and friends. This yearôs Annual General 
Meeting seems a long time ago.  The GB7MAX Bulletin Board and 
Nodes continue to function normally.  On May-Day Bank Holiday 
Monday, Miles G4GSB and myself found ourselves on the roof of the 
Mander Centre in Wolverhampton replacing two old antennas with 
brand new Watson W30 Dual Band antennas. One of these serves 
MB7UV, the 2m APRS node and WV72, our 1K2 70cms node.    The 
other one serves WV22 on 2m and WV11 (link to CORLEY node near 
Coventry) on 70cms.  My thanks to Miles for his help and support in 
this venture, the Committee and Treasurer for allowing me to spend 
money (!)  In purchasing the antennas from Radio World and to Radio 
World for doing us a good deal. Also to Mander House Management 
(Graham Evans) and his team for arranging rooftop access for us. 
Just also to remind users in the East Shropshire area that the SALOP 
node on 144.950 MHz 1K2 at the QTH of G7BUG in Newport has 
been operational since Christmas. This has a direct express link to 
GB7MAX. 
Some problems have been reported about our APRS digipeater 
MB7UV on 144.800 1K2 disappearing and coming back apparently at 
random.  Whilst we were on site for the antenna replacement, I 
checked the MB7UV node and could find nothing wrong with either 
radio Icom IC 24G or Tiny 2 TNC which were operating normally 
during our visit.   I can only put the occurrences down to Rx QRM 
from adjacent VHF PMR equipment within the building.  More 
investigations will be carried out as time permits. 
Some advance news about the proposed 2008 Packet Conference.   
Ray, G3LQC in Oxfordshire and his group have very kindly 
volunteered to host the 2008 Conference during the Autumn in 
Oxfordshire. More news to follow soon about dates etc.
