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CHAIRMAN'S JOTTINGS 
Greetings all. 
Just having returned from a very successful and enjoyable Telford Hamfest at Enginuity, 
Coalbrookdale where it was good to meet several MaxPak members as well as 
considerable interest in our Version 3 CD of Packet and general amateur radio related 
software. A good old fashioned rally with the emphasis on amateur radio products and 
"junk" rather than computers!  A big thank you to the Telford and District Amateur Radio 
Society for all their hard work in organising the Hamfest.  We look forward to next year! 
 
Regrettably, we will be closing down our Mander Centre GB7WV Node Site in 
Wolverhampton at the end of 2008 when our current agreement expires.  Following a 
recent change in ownership of the Mander Centre in Wolverhampton, the new owners, 
based in Central London wanted to draw up a new Legal Agreement with us to remain 
on site. Unfortunately their Solicitors costs of £500 + VAT to do this were unacceptable 
to myself and the Committee. Following an emergency committee meeting last week we 
unanimously decided to terminate our Agreement with the Mander Centre at the end of 
this Year. Several Committee Members shared my concerns that if this new Legal 
Agreement went ahead, it would open up the possibility of our Site Rental escalating 
year by year towards commercial rates to suit the current owners. 
With virtually all of GB7MAX's forwarding now being done via AXUDP Internet links, 
GB7WV is now effectively redundant. Also the user access nodes WV22 and WV72 
have seen a drop in user traffic in recent months as more users switch to Telnet access. 
In addition if we were to continue, the 23cm and 70cm co-axial feeders between 
antennas and the radio cabinet, a distance of some 20 metres, are badly in need of 
replacement, a major undertaking, having served continuously since 1992 when the WV 
nodes were first opened under the curatorship of Mick, G1DKI and Richard G1NZZ, 
helped by Joe, G4VYA and Bob, G8KHV to whom I owe a great debt of gratitude for the 
success of the Mander Centre nodes over the years.  
During the remainder of the Autumn we will redeploy much of the WV equipment to 
other uses. David, G7BNK, sysop of GB7WAL will install the WV22 at his QTH to 
facilitate 9K6 forwarding between GB7WAL and GB7DBY in Derby as well as providing 
9K6 user access. It is hoped to redeploy two of the 23 cm rigs and aerials to set up a 23 
cm 2K4 link between GB7MAX and GB7WAL. It is planned that all equipment and 
antennas will be removed from the Mander Centre by the end of the Year. 
We have left the GB7WV nodes on the MaxPak LAN diagram in this Digicom as, at the 
time of publication, it is still current. A revised LAN diagram will be published in the next 
Digicom. 
The closure of GB7WV will have little or no impact on the operation of GB7MAX 
since the only forwarding carried out via GB7WV is to GB7SAM in Stoke. Alternative 
arrangements will be made to ensure that forwarding to GB7SAM continues. I certainly 
have no plans to close down any radio access ports at GB7MAX/BLOX. 
                        Arrangements for the 2008 UK Packet Conference to be held early 
November, continue afoot.  See separate article in this issue for fuller details. 
Finally, owing to the closure of our meeting QTH, the Sir Robert Peel in Bloxwich, we 
are transferring to the "One Man and his Dog", a pleasant family type hostelry located on 
the Turnberry Estate in Bloxwich, about half a mile from the Sir Robert Peel.   See the 
front panel of this issue for full directions.

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Radio pin outs to TNC Connections 
 

We have had several requests over the past few weeks for the connections from rigs to 

TNC’s. Although this list is not comprehensive, it gives the pin out of the major rigs 

in use. The list is to be used as a guide only, we advise you look at the circuit diagram 

of your rig for fuller detail. 

All connections shown are from the rear (the soldering side) of the plugs. 

Those Handie Talkie (HT) connections marked with an asterisk (*) need to have a 

resistor in line with the Push To Talk (PTT) circuit (pin 3). Values are given where 

available.  

Where "Speaker" is given for Receive Audio, there is no pin available on the 

microphone connector for Receive Audio. Pin 4 of the packet controller is to be 

connected to the external speaker output of the radio, or direct audio output. One 

technique is to run the speaker cable from the mic connector, rather than run two 

cables back to the radio. Pin 5, on the packet controller's radio connector is used for 

RFDCD (Radio Frequency Data Carrier Detect (aka open squelch)) and not ordinarily 

connected.
