Greetings to you all.  Another two months gone since the last issue. 

On 8th November, I along with several other MaxPak members had the privilege of 

attending the 2008 UK Packet Conference, hosted this year by Ray, G3LQC, sysop 

of the GB7BA (Bampton, Oxfordshire) node at a very pleasant country pub, close 

to RAF Brize Norton.  Several times during the meeting, low flying aircraft flew 

over!

My thanks to Ray, G3LQC and our own Secretary and Digicom Editor, Miles 

G4GSB for all their work in organising a very enjoyable day. 

You will be aware, from the last issue that we are closing our Wolverhampton 

Node GB7WV.  I can confirm that the node will close on Saturday 13th December 

when we will be dismantling and removing the equipment from Mander House. 

Since the Mander Centre was taken over by 

new owners earlier this year, they have wanted to hike our yearly rent as well as 

charge extortionate solicitors fees to redraft the Agreement. 

Since the only mail forwarding done through GB7WV was to GB7SAM, now taken 

over by telephone modem forwarding, these increased costs were not worthwhile 

and the Committee made the decision to terminate our Agreement at the end of this 

year.    

The equipment for WV22, our 2m 9K6 port will be re located at David, G7BNK's 

QTH in Pelsall where it will form part of the WS node and GB7WAL mailbox and 

to maintain an RF link to GB7DBY in Derby as well as being available for users. 

It is hoped to create a 23 cms link between GB7MAX and GB7WAL to allow 

432.675 to be freed from forwarding traffic in the near future, using the 23cms 

equipment from GB7WV. 

A New MaxPak LAN diagram is to be created and included in the February 

Digicom once things have settled down after the re location. 

Our new monthly meeting QTH, the One Man and his Dog, public house on the 

Turnberry Estate in Bloxwich has proved popular so far with those who have 

attended since our move from the Sir Robert Peel and it is proposed to make this 

our new permanent meeting venue. In 2009 we will continue with our first Monday 

of the Month (except Bank Holidays) Natter Meetings.
